In addition, his interests and expertise extend to issues related to multi-morbidity, guideline development, and case-mix issues. He has developed national curricula to train physicians in the development of medical homes. As a geriatrician, Dr. Leff cares for patients in the acute, ambulatory and home settings. He directs the Medicine Clerkship at the Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine and has received numerous teaching awards. He is a member of the Board of Governors of the American College of Physicians and is an Associate Fellow of InterRAI, an international health services research organization. For the past two years, Dr. Leff has chaired the Academy’s Annual Scientific Meeting Program Planning Committee, and was a presenter at the 2005 and 2007 meetings.
